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It is said that Mary has appeared many times to the faithful throughout the
world, always with messages of reconciliation and peace, seeking to bring
people closer to Jesus.

Our Lady of Guadalupe is Mary as she appeared in the Americas, to Juan
Diego, a native man of Mexico. It is remarkable in that Mary appeared as a
woman of color, a native woman, neither Spanish nor Anglo, but a young
indigenous girl. The vision honored the most marginalized of the people of
those days.

Juan tried to convince the authorities of the truth of his vision but he was not
believed. Mary gave him a bundle of roses, out of season, to carry to the
Bishop. When he unrolled his robe to let the flowers fall, her image had been
indelibly impressed onto his cloak. It is this cloak that now hangs in the basilica
built in her honor which stands in present day Mexico City.

Because of her presence, thousands of people came to Christianity. Many saw

in her for the first time a woman of their own, someone who would truly understand and
advocate for the oppressed. She was able to bring together people of distinct cultural
heritages in a common love of Jesus Christ her son.

The honoring of Our Lady of Guadalupe has spread far beyond her cathedral, into Latin America, South
America and North America, especially the Southwest. We too honor her at St Luke’s ~ San Lucas, as one
whose spirit brings together people of different cultures to worship together.
