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Hector Huerta, his wife Katherine Wolf and their son Louis
Huerta, age 3, first attended St. Luke’s ~ San Lucas in June
2009, the month they moved to Vancouver when their jobs
were transferred from California.

Hector is a field representative for Nielson TV Ratings.
Katherine is a senior analyst for Itron, Inc. of Vancouver. Hector
holds a bachelor degree in communications; Katherine,
bachelor and master degrees in economics.

They both grew up in California and met at San Diego State
University where they earned their degrees. They have known
each other for nine years and married in 2004.

Katherine lists gardening and crafts among her interests.

Hector’s interests include camping, hiking and bike riding. He is

involved in St. Luke’s ~ San Lucas Hispanic summer reading program.

The couple notes: “Everyone at St. Luke’s has been so nice and we look forward to being a part of this great
community.”

St. Luke’s ~ San Lucas Episcopal Church has been an important part of
the lives of Tom and Ann Amies for a long time.

St. Luke’s is where their parents went to church. It's where Tom and Ann
first met as children and where they were married 42 years ago. It's
where they attended church with their own children. It's where they both
served in meaningful missions and offices. The St. Luke’s columbarium
is where they visit the ashes of Tom'’s parents.

While Tom attends St. Luke’s regularly, these days Ann accompanies
Tom to church occasionally. And when she is in the pews, she creates
and donates to the church pen and ink illustrations of services that
particular Sunday. You can see some of her work decorating a wall in
Father John’s office. “God is everywhere,” Ann says. “He ministers to me
wherever | am.”

Tom was born in Seattle and moved to Vancouver with his parents at a young age. His father ran a TV and
radio sales and services business. Tom first attended St. Luke’s in 1953, one month after St. Luke’s celebrated
its centennial. Tom’s father Eric and mother Ann also were involved members.

Tom graduated from Fort Vancouver High School in 1960, went to Clark College and graduated from
Washington State University in 1965 with a bachelor of science in chemistry. He retired in 2005 after a 37 year
career with NW Natural Gas as an analytical chemist. During his career he helped develop an interactive
chemistry lab at OMSI in Portland.

Ann and her family have been members of St. Luke’s since 1948 when her father, Dr. Carl Petterson, began
working with the Veteran’s Administration in Vancouver. A physician, he was chief of medicine for the VA. Ann
remembers growing up on Officers Row on Fort Vancouver Historic Reserve when all the former officers’
guarters were residences for VA physicians and their families.

Ann graduated from Hudson’s Bay High School in 1962, received an associate of arts degree from Clark
College and was awarded a bachelor of fine arts in art from University of Puget Sound in Tacoma in 1966. Ann
is owner and artist for Calli De Graphique, a business she began in 1988. She has illustrated and written,
independently and on contract, a dozen books and 245 print packets of materials which she has sold
throughout the region in stores, fairs and public events. Ann also teaches art classes through Clark College.
Tom helps out with her business.



Ann’s father is buried on the Oregon Coast, where he and his wife retired in 1971. Her 91-year-old mother,
Martha, still resides in Lincoln City. Martha, a weaver and embroider, helped create linens, frontals and clergy
vestments, including the “green set.” Some of that work is still in use at St. Luke’s.

Tom has been secretary of the vestry since 1978. He is co-leader of the Neighborhood Shepherd program and
a member of the Pastoral Care Committee. Ann, when raising their children, was Vacation Church School
director, superintendent and teacher of the Sunday School program, and a member of St. Luke the Physician.
She illustrated service bulletin covers for a few years.

Ann also creates other types of artwork which are on display at their home in northeast Vancouver. Tom lists
genealogy, reading and browsing the internet as his key personal interests. They both are gardeners and have
a delightful back yard. They are involved in helping raise their grandchildren, whose artwork can be found on
the walls on the Amies’ home.

Their daughter Kris Burleigh lives in Vancouver with her daughter Sheena, 16. Their daughter Holly Van Horn
and husband Bryan live in Yacolt with their children Sebastian, 12, and Tamzen, 5.

When speaking to the Amies, it's revealing that Tom and Ann use the term “home” when referring to their long
association with St. Luke’s ~ San Lucas. It must be satisfying and comforting to think of one’s church home
and family home (and by extension the families that make up each) with similar affection, and in the case of the
Amies, to know each so well and to have each so close at hand.

VESTRY SUMMARY
October 2009

Financial Policies : The Vestry unanimously adopted two diocesan policies, modified slightly to conform with
our practices. The first clarifies procedures for handling money collected during services. The other establishes
a uniform method of reimbursing clergy for out-of-pocket expenses.

H1N1 Policies: Using guidelines from the Presiding Bishop’s Office, the Diocese of Olympia, and the Centers
for Disease Control, the Rector and Vestry will develop policies to prevent the spread of the HIN1 (swine flu)
virus at church. The policies may affect how we receive communion and pass the Peace.

Parish Meeting Debrief: The Treasurer gave a clear, realistic report on our financial standing. We are
hopeful. Some changes are needed, but the situation is manageable.

Parishioners are well informed. During the question-and-answer period, there were very few loose ends to be
tied up. Feedback was reaffirming and positive.

Youth Group: Transportation, not language, may keeping some of our younger Hispanic members from
coming to regular youth meetings. Perhaps carpooling would help.

Alternative Worship: The committee is meeting in the Parish Hall on Sunday evenings. Financing and
personnel needs are being determined. The service may be less formal than our regular worship. Coffee may
be available. Worshipers may be free to move about and have discussions. Attendees will actually help to
shape the service.

We will advertise the new service in the Columbian, in coffee-shop posters, in various niche papers, and even
on Facebook. Our target demographic is unchurched “seekers”.

The new service may have a 1 — 2 year trial run. We hope to attract a broader segment of the community while
still maintaining our uniquely Episcopal identity.

Community Contact: Vestry members will attend meetings of our own and adjoining neighborhoods to tell
people about us and what we’re doing.

The Gospel of Mark study group has at least 26 people.
Women'’s Spirituality is starting its third year.
A survey regarding the startup of a Men’s Spirituality Group has been mailed.

Nave Furnaces: A recent inspection leaves us hopeful that the two furnaces will survive another heating
season. They need to be replaced eventually.

Accessibility:  Wheelchair access through the outside kitchen door is now more user-friendly. Doors at the
narthex will be modified for easier handicapped access.

C-TRAN will build and maintain a covered shelter at their bus stop adjoining our property.
Employee Handbook: Fr. John is discussing a draft document with the Human Resources Committee.

2010- 2012 Vestry: Retiring Vestrypersons are Claire Johnston, Jill McClellan, and Judy Morrison. They are
the Nominating Committee for the next Vestry class. If you would like to serve on the Vestry, please let one of
them know.

Bilingual Services: On October 25 (Dia de los Muertos) and December 13 (Our Lady of Guadalupe),
we will share bilingual services at 11:30 with our Hispanic members.
