Dear Ones,

As Christians we are the Body of Christ. The Church is the visible symbol of that Body in the world. As
the visible and material reality of that Body, we strive to make it as safe as we can for all who come to it
for comfort and nourishment. The Church will only be safe if that is true for its most vulnerable members.
This can include people of all ages, but it most especially relates to children and youth. Christ teaches us
that the children among us are to be welcomed and cared for; they possess a crucial openness and trust
which serves as an example for all of us-they model for us an entry into life in the kingdom (Matthew
18:3-4).

The unfortunate reality of our lives today is that we must be ever-vigilant and intentional in making our
church communities safe for the most vulnerable among us. For this reason, the Diocese of Olympia
recently instituted a requirement for both the Safeguarding God's Children (SDG) curriculum and
background checks for all those who work with children, have responsibility for the preparation of
children's ministries or are in proximity to children at the church at any time. While this new development
will require time and attention, it has been enthusiastically accepted as a solid move toward the goal of
making all people safe in our communities.

The online version is especially geared for vestries, bishop's committee members, parents who
occasionally transport children, new hires (until the in-person training is available), retired clergy who are
not on a regular rota, Diocesan House employees who do not work with children and any others who
may be interested in this training.

The in-person training is still required for all active clergy, all paid employees, any persons (paid or
unpaid) regularly working with youth, and Sunday school teachers and nursery attendants. Please
contact the Bishop's Office for information on dates and times of these in-person workshops. (See box
below!)

Many of us refer to the Sanctuary

as the total worship space of the
\ church. However the Sanctuary is

actually that raised liturgical area east
of the Nave. The Sanctuary is separated from the Nave by the Altar Rail. Sanctuary comes from the Latin,
“Sanctus” meaning “holy.” The primary focus of the Sanctuary is the Altar. The Altar is raised above the Sanctuary
to emphasize its dignity as the Holy of Holies. St. Luke's/San Lucas Altar rests on a riser called the predella. There
are two Eucharistic candles on the Altar which are lit whenever there is a service with Communion.

Also found in the Sanctuary is the Lectern from which the lessons are read and the pews for Clergy, Worship
Leaders and Acolytes.

The long shelf behind the Altar is the Retable and we have six Office Lights (candles) placed there. The
smaller shelves on either side are the Credence tables. The Gospel side Credence table is used for the Offertory
Plates and the Epistle side Credence table is for the Communion Vessels.

Above the Credence table on the Epistle side is the Aumbry or wall safe which holds the Reserved Sacraments and
oil stocks. The red, ever burning Sanctuary Light signifies the presence of the Reserved Sacrament in the Aumbry.

On the Gospel side burns the newest addition to the Sanctuary-the blue Peace Candle crafted by Dick
Berhow.

Our Altar Cross, made of oak, is placed above the Altar and Retable and in keeping with tradition is plain and
unadorned in nature.

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VESTRY SUMMARY

September, 2009

Peace Fellowship: The Vestry approved St. Luke’s ~ San Lucas’ joining the Episcopal Peace
Fellowship. That group is endorsed by Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts Schori. A parishioner will
underwrite the cost of a three-year membership. We pass the Peace at each Eucharist and participate in
the annual Vancouver Peace and Justice Fair. This is a logical extension of our work toward peace in our
community and the world.

Williams House: We are renting the Williams House to the Associate Pastor at Good Shepherd.
Landscaping will be designed and installed at minimal cost. A rear deck will be added later.

Stewardship:  The Vestry approved a new Stewardship Vision, to be shared with the parish in a general
letter. Stewardship will be the main topic at the next All Parish Meeting (9:00 a.m. Sunday, October 11) --
also the kickoff date for the fall campaign. This year’'s theme is “Work Together, Worship Together, Give

Together”.

Accessibility: A “Madonna” microphone” has improved sound quality in the sanctuary. Three speakers
will be added to the main church: two at the rear of the nave and one in the narthex. By adding a longer
antenna, our portable hearing-assist devices work better now.

Parish Calendar: The church office has a 16-month calendar for scheduling activities. Forms for
entering (or canceling) events are available in the church office. Please note that Fr. John and Kris
Lawless are the only persons authorized to modify the calendar.

Diocesan Convention: This year’'s convention is at the Vancouver Hilton on October 16 — 17. We will
have a table for selling parish cookbooks, informing the public about our Hispanic congregation, the
monthly Taizé service, etc. With “home court advantage”, we have the opportunity to become better
known to fellow Episcopalians throughout the diocese. Please help when asked. Let's make this a
memorable and enjoyable experience.

Buildings and Grounds: The Thursday Crew worked 204 hours in August, half of them on the Williams
House.
