worship participation, including youth; led the development of multicultural ministries of Filipino and Hispanic
ministries to become an integral part of the parish. He encouraged the vestry to develop Planned Giving and
Investment policies. The youth ministry expanded to become multicultural. All Saints’ saw the average Sunday
attendance increased by forty percent while he was Rector.

As the Diocesan Multicultural ministries coordinator in Nevada, Rev. Lovelady attended the Episcopal Church
Asia-America and Hispanic Ministry development conferences. He served on the Diocesan Asking Committee
and was the Convener of the Southern Mission District.

Prior to his service in Nevada he was the Rector of St. Peter's Episcopal Church, Westfield, New York, for six
years. He served five years as Curate of the 900 member parish of St. Luke's Episcopal Church, in Jamestown,
New York. During 1993 he served as Interim Director of St. Mary's Retreat Center, Sewanee, Tennessee.

Fr. Lovelady is a retired Master Sergeant after a twenty-two year career in the United States Air Force, from
1968 to 1990 where he held positions as Personnel Manager, Recruiter and Career Counselor, and as an
Aircraft and Munitions Technician.

His personal mission statement is: Exercise the responsibilities and authority of my ordination in spiritual,
liturgical, pastoral, moral, and administrative leadership and to regularly celebrate the Sacraments. To proclaim
by word and example the Gospel of Jesus Christ in my personal and professional life. Continue study of Holy
Scripture and the historical tradition of the Church, and contemporary issues in general society and the
Christian community that affect the life of the Church and her members.

You will have the opportunity to welcome Fr. Ed to St. Luke’s ~ San Lucas on Sunday, March 21% when he will
be preaching. It will be a time of celebration as you get to know him.
